Volunteer Hours: 321 
 
Training: Normal EMS and fire training nights were held 4 times in September. Florissant Wildfire Academy S130/190 started. 2 Members are in EMT class. Monthly SOCO meeting was held in Security. DFPC brought the mobile burn trailer to NETCO. Dozens of firefighters from our department and around the area used it. 

Community Outreach:  Fire Friday event was held. Getting ready for toy and coat drive. CME held its board meeting on 20th at fire hall. 
 
Fire Corps Report: See or Hear Report.   

 Total Fire Loss in 2025 ($135,000) Total Fire Saves ($1,250,000)
RV fire in February was a $50,000 loss.
Flue Fire in March was a $450,000 save.
Structure Fire in April was a $350,000 save with a $25,000 loss.
Vehicle Fire in August was a $15,000 loss.
Vehicle Fire in September was a $10,000 loss.
Structure Fire in October was a $450,000 save with a $35,000 loss.

Significant Incidents: We had a vehicle fire in Florissant Heights. This could have been a major fire if it was not for the rains and the great response by volunteers. Normal month for calls. Year to date we have not had a wildfire go over 1 acre in our district. 

Facilities: All stations are getting ready for the winter. Ice melt, propane gas and water are being delivered. Helo pad at Station 51 was sealed.
 
Risk Reduction:  We had 3 fire inspections and 4 wildfire mitigation inspections. Lots of requests by insurance companies to check driveways. Chipping started September 23-29. See Jan’s report.

Deployments: We have had 15 deployments so far this year, a district record. 1 Firefighter is currently deployed to California. So far this year we have billed for $105,000. For information, we have access to 75 firefighters in the wildfire division. This is due to the partnership we have made with SOCO. We currently have 16 NWCG carded members on Florissant. We have 10 more scheduled for certification soon. 

Cost Recovery: We have billed for $7,196 in services this year. Our cost recovery company has collected $4,407.50. $3,922 has hit the bank account.

Apparatus:  Rescue 51 did suffer a catastrophic failure of the drive system. Cost to repair will be just under $25,000. No issues, additions or changes to the fleet in September.

Staffing:  Night Time Hours: 41 hours in September, this is down from 107 hours in August. 1,268 total hours of staffing since Feb 2025). We added 0 new members in September. We lost 0 members in September. We currently have a volunteer staff of 38, Fire Corps has 25 and the Wildfire Crew has 2. Total staffing of 65. 
 
Donations: Thank you, Mary Barrowman, for the additional donation for the tender, radios and staff vehicle. All invoices have been paid for those items.

Other Notes:  ISO was on September 9th. We are waiting for the results of our inspection. We are currently a Class 5/9. This means if you are within 1,000 feet of a water source, you are a Class 5. If you are over 1,000 feet from a water source you are a Class 9. Class 1 is the best and Class 10 is having no fire protection. The district has not been graded since 2017. Our goal is to get the whole district at or under a Class 5. This could save home owners thousands of dollars a year.
